The Folger edition starts with a summary of the scene.  Read this first to familiarize yourself with what’s going on.

As you read, check the line notes.  For example, line 1 contains an explanation…
) (
Lines are numbered every 5 lines.
)

The annotations are arranged in order of appearance.  They list the line number first.
)

When a line is split, like above, they are both part of the same line number.
)

Some notes explain entire quotes.  Watch for these.
)

The Applause edition gives detailed stage directions.  Read these to help you picture the scene.  They’ll help you both stage the action, and understand the words.
)

The stage directions are broken up by lines.  Each section refers to a specific set of lines in the play.

Note that the explanations are in order of appearance. (In line 7, 
“four” = “wastes,”  and “revenue” = “inheritance”
) (
This edition doesn’t number the line notes.  Look for little circles, and then look across the page to find the explanation.
)
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
